Note: The Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS) is a continuous, State-
based surveillance system that collects information about modifiable risk factors for chronic
diseases and other leading causes of death. The BRFSS is a telephone survey of the civil-
ian, noninstitutionalized population aged 18 and older. In 1995, all 50 States participated;
the District of Columbia did not participate. Each State health department used random digit
dialing to select samples of adults in households with telephones. During the interview pe-
riod each month, BRFSS data were collected from the random samples of adults. The data
were sent to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) at the end of each
monthly interviewing cycle. A computer-assisted telephone interviewing (CATI) system,
which permits direct entry of data into a computer file during an interview, was used in 47
States for the 1995 survey.
